Cost: $35 (Juniors Y2 price); lunch included

Side Game - “Miss and Out” Team Challenge:
Cost: $5 to enter (held during lunch break)

yard line and move back one yard after breaking a target. Shooters can
buy back in for $2 as far back as the 20 yard line. After that it’s a
“miss and you’re out”.
